TIP: Installation of the Wall Mount will be easier with two people.

WARNING: Be sure to choose a structurally sound wall area that is strong enough to hold the weight of the TV as
well as the wall mount. Mount the wall plate far away from any water source and direct sunlight.

WARNING: DO NOT attach the wall mount to a hollow wall or decorative cardboard.

Tools Required: To complete the following steps you will need:

A. Pencil

B. Phillips head Screwdriver G
C. Power Drill

D. Hammer

E. Stud Detector
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@ Preparation (for a Brick or Concrete Wall)

Using the wall base plate as a template, mark six holes in the locations as shown above.

NOTE: Ensure that you align the bracket so that the spirit level is flat and even.

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Attaching to the Wall @

Hold the wall plate against the wall and align the holes
in the plate to the holes drilled into the wall.

Screw the wall plate to the wall with the self-tapping
screws (A): insert them through the washers (C) into
each masonry plug (B) in the wall and then tighten the
screws.

Drilling the Holes

On the marked holes, pre-drill holes of
10mm diameter and 60mm depth into the
concrete or brick wall. Then wedge the
masonry plugs (B) into the holes, gently
tap each plug with a hammer until they are
flush with the wall as illustrated on the left.

WARNING: Do not drill into mortar joints.

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@ Preparation (for a Wood Stud Wall)

Use a stud detector to locate the centre of the framing studs.

Mark six holes in the locations as shown above. Use the wall base plate as
a template.

NOTE: If you are installing the wall mount to a wood stud wall, consulta WARNING: You must spread the
builder for advice. The wall must be strong enough for the weight of the  wall plate across two studs.

0 Attaching the Monitor Brackets to the TV

1. Lay the TV face down. Check the back of the TV to — TV
find the appropriate mounting pattern.

2. Select the appropriate bolts (F/G/H/I) that fit the
thread holes at the back of the TV (refer to the TVs
manual to determine the correct bolt sizes). Due to
the many varieties of TVs, you may need to visit your
local hardware supplier to find the correct bolt and
washer sizes.

\ 3. To attach the left and right brackets to the back of
the TV, place the mounting arms on the back of the
TV and align to match the VESA mounting holes.

4. Insert the correct bolts through the flat washers (D),

as illustrated on the right. Use the plastic spacers (E)

if necessary (check the TV's back panel).

5. Tighten the bolts and ensure the brackets are firmly (E] _Q~
bolted into place.

6. When affixing the monitor brackets, make sure that :
the sides of the brackets with the hooks are towards
. : [F-1]
the top of the display. Use the holes in the centre,
ensuring that the mounting holes are at the same
level.
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e Securing the TV

Carefully lift the TV and hook the mounting arms
over the front plate. Do not let go of the TV until it
is securely in place on the brackets.

2. Tighten the bolt under each bracket with a Phillips
head screwdriver to secure the TV in place. This will
help ensure that the TV does not fall off the wall
mount during use.

NOTE:

While adjusting, please take care of your hands
to avoid getting pinched and pay attention to the
cables’ position to avoid damage.

At least two people are required to finish this
mounting procedure. Do not attempt to assemble
this wall mount independently, as it may result in
incorrect assembly or injury.

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0 Adjusting the Viewing Angle

Before adjusting the direction and viewing angle for the ~ Tilt angle adjustment
TV, loosen the Allen bolts at the rear of the TV mounting bolt
plate with the Allen key provided (make sure that they

are only loose enough just to tilt the TV, and not so

loose that the TV is not secured and can fall).

The viewing angle can be adjusted to £20°. Tighten the
bolts securely again once you have found your preferred
\ viewing angle.
